For the World Cup each Federa-
tion may enter a team of up to 16 competitors — up to 8 women 
and 8 men — and unlimited number of team officials. In each 
race, every Federation may enter up to 6 women and 6 men and, 
in addition, the current World Champions for the distance may 
be entered by their Federation(s) provided they are members of 
the Federation’s team. 

Embargoed areas
According to MTBO rules, any attempt to survey or train in the 
competition terrain is forbidden, unless explicitly permitted by 
the organiser. The embargoed areas are out of bounds for all po-
tential participants and team members, including competitors, 
team leaders, coaches, doctors, escorts, and any other person 
who through their knowledge of the terrain may influence the 
result of the competitions.
