WRE- and selection classes:

The selection criteria used for WRE classes will be IOF World Ranking (FootO Middle/Long) on the last day
of the entry. 50 participants will be selected to M21E class and 40 to W21E class. Head coach of The Finnish
Orienteering Federation holds the possibility to add an additional 10 participants to each class based on
their consideration. Start order will be based on the IOF World Ranking (FootO Middle/Long) on the last day
of the entry. Those registered but not selected to classes M/W21E will be moved to classes M21EB/W21EB
based on the IOF’'s WRE-instructions. All M/W21 elite classes are WRE-competitions.

After these deadlines, the running orders and
possible changes in running orders need to be registered at the INFO-desk in the event centre and will
induce a 10€ fee / team.

Information regarding both events

Terrain: Mostly same as in 2006 Salo-Jukola. The elevation differences are untypically high for the region;
there are several hills of 50-60 m high. The terrain has relatively few paths and trails (excluding the part the
children’s classes will use) but a few forest roads cross the terrain. The runnability is generally good. The
areas between bare rock hills are mostly forested dells, where swamps and marshes are common. The dells
have some thicker forest with varying runnability. An important feature concerning runnability is bare rock;
besides pure bare rock, the bare rock feature has been used to present rock surfaces with a thin layer of
moss or lichen.

Map: Scale on Saturday’s selection classes, elite classes and classes H/D21A 1:15 000; H/D 60+ and H/D12
and younger 1:7 500, all other classes 1:10 000. Contour interval 5 m. Map size A3, A4 or A5.

In the relay, the scale is 1:10 000, except on H/D180 and older as well as H/D12 and younger 1:7 500.
Contour interval 5 m. Map size A4 in all classes.

The maps are in a plastic case.

To Sunday’s open classes KUNTOP/KUNTOL, registration can also be made by email
risto.kivinen(at)resultfellows.com, if registration in IRMA is not possible.

EMIT punching system will be used. When registering for the individual race, personal EMIT-number needs
to be given. For those who do not give their EMIT-number, an EMIT-card will be rented for, and it can be



collected from the INFO-desk in the competition centre for a fee of 5€/day.
Regarding relay, the numbers of rental EMIT-cards need to be informed by teams.

Parking: From the parking areas, the distance to event centre will be 100-1000 meters. Parking fee
2€/car/day. The parking fee must be paid in the event centre in exchange for a parking permit ticket.

Distance to starts 1-2 will be 1,0-1,5 km and to start 3 (children) 1,0
km. The selection classes will have a quarantine. First start times of each class and detailed information
about the quarantine will be given in the competition instructions.
