In Kallinkangas there is also a small ski resort beside the cross country center. Kallinkangas
is a very popular outdoor area. Part of the area is a very dense cross-country skiing track
network.Altitude of the terrain is between 10 and 65 m above sea level. South part of the hill
area the front rises gently and the north part is steeper.

Competition area consists of one wide hill, of two marshlands and an agricultural area. Part
of the agricultural area is aforrested in places. Marshlands are partly open and partly dense
birch and /or spruce forests. The cover of the wide hill is very rocky. The visibility is very
good because there grows stunted pine forests.
