Dear friends of orienteering and natural beauty!

We are honoured that from August 2 to 6, 2023, our small village of
Zdirec and its parts Bofejov and Zdirecky diil will become the venue
of the 2nd round of the Orienteering World Cup 2023. We are pleased
to welcome you to our beautiful forests and sandstone rocks area,
which is a popular destination for tourists, dreamers and nature
lovers.

Zdirec, Zdirecky diil and Bofejov are part of the Kokofinsko PLA and
are located near Doksy and Macha Lake. It is a region full of strange
sandstone formations, lakes and villages with traditional
architecture. You will find here not only wild valleys in sandstone
plateaus, where numerous rock towers have formed at the edges by
weathering, but also rare plants and animals. The biggest landmark
of this area is the Kokofin Castle, towering in the sandstone rocks.

The history of the settlement Zdirec goes deep into the past. The first
mention of the village of Zdirec dates back to the 11th century under
prince Bretislav. Later, the village is mentioned as a manor seat with
the court of lord Ulrich of Zdirec, which belonged to the Houska
estate. Houska was originally a wooden and later a stone fortified
settlement from the 9th century, rebuilt into an impregnable Gothic
castle later and was subsequently rebuilt again and again, so almost
all architectural styles alternate on it. Now Houska Castle is open to
the public and surrounded by many legends about mysterious
powers, the gate to hell or a mysterious monk. Lovers of history as
well as lovers of mysteries will find their own thing here.

Our current village with the official name Zdirec was founded in 1850
with the settlements of Bofejov and Zdirecky diil. In 1861 a chapel of
St. Jan was built, which is still preserved. There are four beautiful
traditional log buildings in the village, which are listed as cultural
monuments. Another important cultural monument is the parish
church of St. James the Elder in Bofejov. Its history is attested by a
register of papal tithes to 1352.

SECGTION 3: VENUE, ACGESS AND TRANSPORT

3.1 VENUE

Ceska Lipa

Ceska Lipa is a town in the Liberec Region in the northern part of the
Czechia. It lies about 38 kilometres west of Liberec and 100
kilometres north of Prague. The town has about 37,000 inhabitants
nowadays and was built near a ford on the Ploucnice river. The
highest point of the municipal territory is Spi¢ak with an altitude of
459 metres. The current territory of the town was permanently
settled around the 13th century. The modern urban development of
the town was influenced by industrial production and uranium mining
in the region. Residential neighbourhoods consisting of large
amounts of prefabricated housing were built on the outskirts, while

the town centre was preserved and declared as an urban monument
zone.

Many monuments remind us of the rich history of the city. For
example the Lipy Water Castle, built in the 13th century, where many
cultural events take place in its ruins today. Other sights include the
former Augustinian Monastery, founded by Albrecht von Wallenstein
in 1627, with the Loretan Chapel. There are also a number of
churches, historic townhouses and the neo-renaissance town hall or
the fountain on T. G. Masaryk Square from 1837, which is fully
functional during summer even now.

Zdirec - Kokofinsko

Beautiful natural region of rocks, small lakes and villages full of
traditional architecture. Kokorinsko is located near Doksy, and it is
known for its romantic gorges and unique sandstone towers, gates,
windows and other formations. The greatest feature of this area is
the castle Kokofin, placed above the Kokofin pit, main pit of the
Kokofin area. The pit is 14 km long and it is a natural reservation with
a range of natural attractions. To name the most famous: Poklicky -
mushroom formed rock columns, approximately 2 km away from
castle Kokofin. The Cinibulkova trail will guide you through the most
beautiful places, going from Romanov to Poklicky. Geologically,
Kokofinsko belongs to the Bohemian Cretaceous Basin. It is formed
of mesozoic sediments, mainly coarse-grained sandstone.
Sandstone sedimented here 80-90 millions years ago, when the area
was flooded by a prehistoric sea. There are deep canyon-shaped
valleys in the sandstone plateaus, where numerous rock towers have
formed on the edges through weathering.

3.3 TRANSPORT / TRAVEL OPPORTUNITIES

Teams are encouraged to use their own transport throughout the
whole OWC, including travel to quarantine zones.

We recommend transport by car/minibus. Nearest major airport is
Véclav Havel Airport Prague (100 km to the Event Centre). It is
possible to arrive in Cesk4 Lipa by train (station Ceska Lipa hl. n.).

Accreditation

Accreditation takes place at the Event Centre. A personal ID card will
be handed out. All accredited persons must wear it at all relevant
times and present it for access to authorised zones. An athlete
without an accreditation will not be allowed to run a race.

At accreditation, every athlete receives a package with the ID card,
backup SIAC card, a printed version of Bulletin 4, a model event map
and a small present. This SIAC card is personally assigned and shall
be used in all competitions. The SIAC card must not be used by other
athletes. Parking permits for team cars are also handed out at the
accreditation.

Accreditation for the World Cup is only possible if all payments are
fully settled. In case of emergency/discrepancies, e.g. bank charges,
paying with a bank/credit card will be possible at the Event Centre.
Teams need to provide a telephone number so that the organisers
can quickly contact the team officials if necessary.

Team Officials Meetings (TOM)

Two TOMs will be held during World Cup, Round 2. TOM Sprint
+ Sprint Relay to be held on Tuesday August 1st, 2023 and TOM
Middle + Long to be held on Friday August 4th, 2023. TOMs take
place at the Event Centre. They will be broadcast online as well, so
you can join from your accommodation. Information about online
connection (software, links) will be communicated in Bulletin 4 and
on the OWC website.

Runners
are awarded World Cup points as per 2023 World Cup Special Rules.

Long distance starting order

Please note that I0F Orienteering World Cup Special Rules 2023
were changed. Fixed TV window for the Long distance
competition 7 (TV broadcast until 15:30) would mean
extremely early first start for the first class according to the
schedule (Women in this case). It is not comfortable either for
athletes nor for organisers. Therefore following changes in
OWC Special Rules were done.

Amendment 25th May

In competition 7, for the men’s class, the starting order is
determined by the order of the World Ranking as of 5th August
2023 (best ranked starting last). In competition 7, for the
women'’s class, the starting field will be divided into two groups:
the best 70 entered competitors in the World Ranking will start
first, with the starting order determined by the order of the
World Ranking as of 5th August 2023 (best ranked starting
last). All others will start after the best in the World Ranking,
still according to the World Ranking, with the 71st ranked out of
those entered starting last. The World Ranking on 5thAugust
must include the results from that day’s World Cup competition.

The start interval will be 3 minutes for the best 30 competitors
in the World Ranking and 2 minutes for all others.
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9.2 CLASSES AND ENTRY REGULATIONS

There are two classes, Women and Men. Participation restrictions,
classes and qualification system will follow the World Cup Special
Rules for 2023.

According to the I0F Council’s decision on 28th February and 4th
March 2022, Russian and Belarusian orienteering athletes, in all IOF
disciplines, will not be allowed to participate in IOF events. Athletes
will also not be allowed to participae as neutral athletes.

A Federation may enter 4 teams consisting of 4 competitors (of
whom at least 2 shall be women), but only the best-placed team will
be placed in the results. Incomplete teams, and teams with runners
from more than one Federation are allowed to start but are not
included in the official results.

94 ANTI-DOPING CODE

Doping is strictly forbidden and the organisers of the Orienteering
World Cup 2023, Round 2 are dedicated to supporting the anti-doping
authorities in their work. Doping tests are always carried out in
accordance with the procedures described in the WADA International
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Standard for Testing. The I0F Anti-Doping Code and Rules and the
World Anti-Doping Code 2015 apply as of 1st January 2015. Athletes
who are selected for the doping tests must bring an official
identification (with photo) to the doping test area. The athlete should
also bring along their therapeutic use exemption (TUE) if applicable.
In general, it is advisable that the athletes bring along their ID to all
the competitions and events.

The average minimum temperature (usually the minimum
temperature is noted during the night) in Ceska Lipa in August is
13.8 °C. The average maximum daytime temperature lies around
24.0 °C. The amount of rain in August is normal with an average of
83 mm. It rains on average a total of 13 days. Wild bees may be
encountered in the areas. Ticks, carrying Tick-borne encephalitis and
Lyme-disease, are present.

9.7 VISAS

obtain a visa in order to enter the Czech Republic. Please note that
conditions of entry to the Czech Republic can change and all
Orienteering World Cup participants are advised to keep up-to-date of
the current situation.

SECTION I2: EVENT INFORMATION

[2.1 TERRAIN

SPRINT and SPRINT RELAY

The terrain consists of an irregular network of paved streets,
a historic monastery, a small fortress, school yards and playgrounds
and grassy parkland.

Visibility and runnability are very good.

MIDDLE and LONG

Typical continental sandstone terrain at Kokorinsko, altitude 280 -
474 m. Its intricate morphology consists of plenty of valleys and re-
entrants crowned by sandstone rock formations.

Visibility: Mostly grown pine or beech forest, where visibility is
generally very good - limited in areas of young pine plantations and
areas of mixed forest. Due to the bark beetle calamity that has hit the
forests in this region, there are fresh clearings in places where
visibility is very good.

Runnability is generally very good, though often significantly limited
by the steepness of the slopes. In some parts, running is also limited
by high blueberries (often present on plateaus and also on some
slopes) and in thickets of various ages.
